MORNING CHECK IN 
8:00am to 9:00am is morning drop off time.  Please sign in on the posters on the wall then 
check in with your group’s counselor.  After 9:00am, you must 1.) Come in to the field house 
to get a late arrival pass 2.)Find out where your child’s group is and 3.) Drop them at that site.  

DO NOT DROP YOUR CHILD OFF IN THE OFFICE AND DRIVE AWAY!  Make sure your 
child is checked in with their group counselor before leaving our campus. 

PICK UP INFORMATION 
4:00-6:00pm is dismissal time.  You must come into the office and our staff will call 
your child.  Please wait in the office for your child.  No parents or guardians are al-

lowed in the back of the building.  Anyone picking up a child must either know the code 
word or their ID must match one of the names you submitted for pick up.   

Early Pick Ups before 4:00pm: If you need your child before 4:00pm, you must get 
an early dismissal pass from the office.  If you do not have a pass, your child will not be 

released to you.  Please keep in mind your child’s belongings may be in a different 
area and they may need to be retrieved. 

Late Pick up Fee:  A late fee of $1.00 per minute will be charged after 6:00pm.  This 
fee is due at pick up or will be recorded & added into your household account.  This 

starts the first day of camp.  No warnings will be given.   
Children may be picked up from the pool with an office pass, however,  no child will 

ever be allowed to be either dropped off or picked up from a field trip. 



 

   

 

 

SWIM LESSON INFORMATION 
Each group will attend mandatory swim lessons.  Each session is one week.  Tuesday-

Friday on two separate weeks.  Their swim lesson will be from 9:00am to 9:45am.  
Swim lessons will start on June 10th.  On swim lesson week, that group must arrive at 

camp BEFORE 8:30 if you wish us to take your child. Their swim suit should be al-
ready on and sun block already applied.  If you miss the van, you must take your child 
to the Aquatics Center, to check in with their group.  After their swim lesson they may 
play in Ship Wreck Cove for one hour before returning to camp.  Missed swim lessons 

due to bad weather or otherwise will NOT be made up on alternate days. 

RULES TO GO OVER WITH CAMPERS 
1.) Campers must never walk anywhere without a counselor.  2.) Campers must tell counselor 

if they have a problem & not take matters into their own hands  3.) Campers may never use 
foul language, make fun of people or strike other campers.  4.) Campers must stay with their 
groups at all times.  5.) All campers must eat a proper lunch.  6.) All toys & games are to stay 
home.  7.) Campers must show good manners.  8.)  Campers must never retaliate in an alter-

cation.  

DISCIPLINE 
Children will be issued a warning for bad behavior.  If they continue to exhibit bad behavior 

they will serve a time out.  If a child receives 3 time outs, a discipline letter will be sent home.  
Fighting, curse words, disrespectfulness or prejudice will not be tolerated. No warnings will be 
issued for those reasons. Continued bad behavior or major infraction will result in a dismissal 

from camp. 

LUNCH AND SNACK CARDS 
Money on cards will roll over to the next week, however it will not be refunded if it is not used 
by the end of the summer.  Snack Shack staff or Miami Shores Village Recreation will not be 

responsible for the food choices your child makes.  Parents are responsible for asking/knowing 
if their card has or is about to expire.  Choices for lunch cards are: 

1.) A lunch only card.  5 lunches for $18.75 
2.) A lunch & snack card combo. 5 lunches & 5 snacks for $25.00 
3.) A snack only card.  5 snacks for $6.25 or 10 snacks for  $12.50 
Ask about our big kid lunch prices.  (Extra pizza or hotdog etc.)  
NOTE: Prices will increase if not purchased the week prior to the 
week you wish to attend.

POOL AND FIELD TRIP INFO. 
EACH GROUP WILL GO TO ONE FIELD TRIP AND TWO POOL TRIPS A WEEK. Every 

child in the group will go to each activity together with their group counselors.  No child will stay 
back.  Child must have a medical reason with a doctors note to stay back at camp.  Please be 
dressed appropriately and be here on time for each day’s activities.  Camp shirts must be worn 

on field trip days.  Do not wear camp t-shirt for on campus days or pool days.

REGISTRATION INFORMATION 
Requirements:  Child must turn 5 years of age before June 9 and not turn 13 years of age 

before August 15.  This camp is for Miami Shores Village Residents only!  No house guests will 
be allowed.  Only your immediate family members may register.   All transactions must be 

made in person by a parent of the child.   We take cash, checks or credit cards.  Your $125.00 
payment IS your registration for each week, and we do not “save” spots.  We will not pro-rate 
your week for any reason.  Payment is the same whether you are here 1 day or 5 days. A one 
week discount of $25.00 will be taken off for any one child registering for 5 weeks at one time.  
We also have a third child discount of $20.00 off each week you register for and a $25.00 off if 

you are registered in one of our sports camps at the same time. 
You MUST have the following to register your child, for proof of MSV residency:   
1.) Drivers License or ID & 2.) a MSV major household bill that matches the registering 

parent’s ID, 3.) your child’s birth certificate (must have parents names on there) and 4.) form of 
payment.  5.) You must fill out a registration form when registering.  NOTE: Have all contact 

names and numbers handy for persons allowed to pick up your child. 
Late Fee: A late registration fee of $25.00 will be assessed if you register on the same week 

you wish to attend camp. 

CHANGES AND REFUNDS 
You may switch one week to another... 1.) IF space is available and 2.)IF you notify 

us 1 week in advance IN WRITING or BY EMAIL.  Changes or refunds will not be 
issued otherwise.  If you miss your pool trips, fieldtrips, or swim lesson days, no 

credits or switches will be issued.   
NOTE: In  the event of a refund, if you were given the discount for 5 or more weeks, 

the discount amount taken when you registered will be taken out of your refund.  
Bounced checks are subject to an extra fee. 

Camp ATTIRE & CAMPER BELONGINGS 
PLEASE MAKE SURE YOUR CHILD EATES A GOOD BREAKFAST BEFORE  ARRIVING TO CAMP! 

Campers MUST wear sneakers to camp.  No boots, flip flops, sandals, crocs or other slip on 
shoes allowed.  Lightweight play clothes are to be worn.  Please apply sun block to your child 
before coming to camp every day.  Parents with younger children may wish to pack an extra 

set of clothes for their child. 
Each age group has been assigned a shopping cart for the group’s belongings.  Children must 
keep their belongings in the correct spot or it will get lost.  The field house is not responsible for 

lost belongings.  Please label all belongings ! (This includes lunch boxes, back packs, shirts, 
shorts, bathing suits, towels belts etc.) Items left on field trips or pool trips must be picked up 

by parents.  Check our lost & found frequently.  Please bring bags with zippers and avoid open 
bags or plastic bags.
