Question: What is the source of the impervious area data in the current billing roll?

The source of the impervious area is unknown for most properties. The current information was
received from the billings previously maintained by Miami-Dade Water and Sewer. We currently refer to
the Miami-Dade County Property Appraiser’s records when updating the impervious area.
